These systems had final disposals which were in the ground water and/or less 
than 50 feet from the lake. Fortunately, 84 new systems have lessened the 
once frequent sighting of sewage slicks. 

Unfortuantely, a sewage slick was sighted by one of our 9 monitors, Linda 
Curtis. Her suspicions were confinned when her sample results indicated recent 
entrance of excreatory human wastes to the water. 

We published our progress report map in the Barker and told you that we were 
sad to report that there are still a few people who remain in violation and 
refuse to comply with the law and continue to pollute Birch Lake.

Over the years we have asked that trash and garbage not be burned. Not only 
is this unneighborly and dis=urteous, it is also not good for the environment. 

Trash burners have basically ignored this request. Therefore Porter Township 
passed an ordinance banning the burning of anything other than wood products: 
branches, leaves and paper. Please report any violators to the Sheriff 1 s 
Department. 

By the way, the fine for trash burning is about the same as the cost for 
garbage pick up for one year.
